The Nebraska Low Income Energy Assistance Program (LIHEAP) helps 

people with limited incomes offset the cost of heating and cooling their 

homes. 
The program will partially pay the cost of electricity, fuel oil, gas, coal, 

wood, kerosene, propane, or other fuel source.  

Eligibility is based on a household's resources and income. Some resources 

arenôt counted like your home, one car, and personal belongings such as 

furniture and clothing. The resource limit is $5,000. Resources that are 

counted include cash, checking and savings accounts, time certificates, CD's, 

stocks, bonds and property other than your home.

FALL CHORESðWINTER CHILLS 
STRETCH YOUR HEATING DOLLARS  

Just a reminder to residents of KHAôS housing programs, including HCV, Scattered Sites and Plaza Blvd.  
Cold weather is coming and you need to ensure that you are not wasting any of your energy dollars. Most of the following 
tips cost you little or nothing but can save you many dollars on your heating bill each month. Others will save you damage 
bills.  
1. Change your furnace filter every month. NO procrastination!  
2. Look for òair leaksó in your home.  Can you see daylight around your door as you have a space between your door 

and the jamb? Do your curtains move when it is windy? SS or PB residents-call KHA for a work order and be specific 
about the problems.   

3. Don't turn your thermostat up above the desired temperature. It won't heat up any more quickly and will make 
your furnace work harder. Also, while it makes sense to turn the heat back when you're sleeping or not at home, turn-
ing it to 68 to 70 degrees while you're home and awake, and 60 to 65 while you're asleep or not at home are reason-
able temperatures. 

4. Use compact florescent lightbulbs, or CFLs. These bulbs give off the same amount of light but use a third of the 
energy and many will last up to 5 years.  

Practice Energy Conservation! 
¶ Set your thermostat as low as is comfortable. Put on a sweater, wear socks and/or sweats. 

¶ Donôt leave exterior doors open when furnace and/or air conditioning is running 
¶ Donôt open windows in cold weather 
¶ Turn off lights when you leave the room 
¶ Turn off computers, and unplug electronic gamesðthey are big energy suckers. 
¶ Close shades and blinds at night to reduce the amount of heat lost through windows 
¶ Open the blinds during the day to allow sunshine to warm the room. South or west windows are great.  
¶ Keep your fridge doors shut! Donôt let the kids ñhangò while they look for that snack.  
¶ Check your fridge gasketðis it sealing tightly?  Make sure the gasket is clean. 
¶ Wash laundry in cold water. If not cold, use warm only as needed.  
¶ Watch that shower time. Long showers use lots of hot water.  
¶ DONôT cover floor vents with furniture. Warm furniture-cold room!
