FAIR HOUSINGñ 
ITõS NOT AN OPTIONñITõS THE LAW  

April is National Fair Housing 
Month and KHA is required by 
HUD to ensure that all residents 
and applicants are aware of their 
rights under the Fair Housing 
Act.  The following are some 
questions that are often asked 
about housing discrimination.  
 
 Question 1: What is discrimination? 
Answer: Discrimination is when you are 
not treated the same, or you do not treat 
others the same because there may be 
differences between you because of:  

¶ Race (African American, White, 
Asian) 

¶ Color (Black, White) 

¶ National Origin (Mexican, Ethiopian, 
Guatemalan, Polish, Russian, Chinese, 
Somalian, Korean) 

¶ Sex (male, female) 

¶ Religion (Christianity, Judaism, Is-
lam, Buddhism) 

¶ Familial Status (Families with chil-
dren under 18 years old; pregnant 
women; families who are adopting or 
gaining custody of a child), or 
Disability (persons who must use a 
wheel chair, walker, or cane to move 
around; persons who are blind or deaf; 
persons with autisms or have Down's 
syndrome) 
 

Question 2: What is fair housing? 
Answer: Fair housing means your fam-
ily has the chance to choose where you 
want to live based on the family's ability 
to pay the rent or mortgage. 
 
Question 3: Do you know what this 
symbol means? 
Answer: This is the 
fair housing sym-
bol. Landlords, real 
estate companies, 
and lending compa-
nies use this sym-
bol to show that they will not discrimi-
nate against your family when your fam-
ily are looking for a home. You may see 
this symbol in:  

¶ Advertisements for housing 

¶ Rental Offices for housing 
(apartments and houses) 

¶ Banks 

¶ Construction site signs 
 
Question 4: What is the Fair Housing 
Act? 
Answer: The Fair Housing Act is a law 
says that, as you seek housing, no one 
may discriminate against your family 
because of your family's race, color, na-
tional origin, sex, religion, familial status, 
or disability.

Question 5: What kind of housing is covered by 
the Fair Housing Act? 
Answer: The Fair Housing Act covers most housing: 
apartments, houses, condos, townhouses, mobile 
homes etc. 
 
Question 6: What is it called if a person doesn't 
want to rent or a sell a home to a family with 
kids? 
Answer: It is called familial status discrimination if a 
person doesn't want to rent or a sell a home to a 
family with children. 
 
Families with children include:  

¶ Families with children under 18 years old 

¶ Pregnant women 

¶ Families who are waiting to adopt or get custody 
of a child 
 
Question 7: Are there clues that show you that 
your family may have been discriminated 
against when looking for a place to live? 
Answer: Yes, a clue may be found in statements 
made to a family when they want to rent or buy a 
home. These are examples of what we call familial 
status discrimination. 
Examples:  

¶ "I don't think your kids would like it here." 

¶ "Children cannot use the pool or club house." 

¶ "I wouldn't feel comfortable renting the apart-
ment on the third floor to a family with a toddler." 

¶ "There is an additional security deposit of $100 
per child." 

¶ "This is a quiet development, we don't want chil-
dren living here." 

¶ "It is not safe for your children because we don't 
have a fence around the pool." 

¶ "Kids are not allowed to live in building number 
1233." 

¶ "Our insurance doesn't cover renting to families 
with children." 
"We don't have a playground where your children 
can play." 
 
Question 8: How is a person with a disability pro-
tected under the Fair Housing Act? 

Answer: A person with a disability are treated and 
protected in the same way as a person without a 
disability.  
Some people with disabilities may have special 
needs so that they may live and enjoy the housing of 
their choice. For example:  

¶ A wider door so that a wheel chair can go 
through 

¶ A ramp so that they can get into the house with-
out using steps 

¶ Guide dogs 
 
Question 9: My family saw an ad that said "Only 
white people need apply," is this housing dis-
crimination? 
Answer: Yes, this could be housing discrimination 
under the Fair Housing Act. The law has require-
ments for advertising housing. An advertisement 
should not show that one racial group is more de-
sired to live in this housing than another. 
 
 Question 10: What should my family do if we 
think we were discriminated against while we 
were looking for a home? 
Answer: If your family members think they have 
been discriminated against while looking for a home, 
you should call the U.S. Department of Housing and 
Urban Development (HUD) at (800) 669-9777 or 
your family may file a complaint on the HUD website: 
www.hud.gov.

Almost all of the 500 projects require little in the way of knowledge or skill or expensive materials, 
from creating pasta planes to fashioning a plaster of paris lovebug brooch. 
 
From a House to a Home: Simple Ideas and Projects to Enrich Everyday Family Life  (Jemima Mills) 

Consider this a cousin of The Joy of Cooking, a warm, somewhat scattered approach to the process 

of making a home more joyful, friendlier, and more humane.

1. When asking for something, say ñPlease.ò

ñTHANK YOU.ò

They will notice you and respond when they 
are finished talking.  

4.  If you do need to get somebodyôs 

attention right away, the phrase 

ñexcuse meò is the most 

polite way for you to en-

ter the conversation.  

5. When you have any doubt about 
doing something, ask permission 
first.  It can save you from many 
hours of grief later. 

6. The world is not interested in 

what you dislike.  Keep negative 

opinions to yourself, or between 

you and your friends, and out of 

the earshot of adults. 

7. Do not comment on other peopleüs physical 
characteristics unless, of course, itüs to com-
pliment them, which is always welcome.  

8.  WHEN PEOPLE ASK YOU HOW 
YOUR ARE, TELL THEM AND THEN 
ASK THEM HOW THEY ARE.  

9. When you have spent time at your friendçs 
house, remember to thank his or her parents 
for having you over and for the good time you 
had.   

10. Knock on closed doors ðand wait to 

see if thereôs a responseðbefore enter-

ing.  

11. When you make a phone call, introduce 

yourself first and then ask if you can speak 

with the person you are calling.  

12. Be appreciative and say Öthank you× 

for any gift you receive.  In the age of 

e- mail, a handwritten thank - you 

note can have a powerful effect.

17. IF YOU BUMP INTO SOMEBODY, 
IMMEDIATELY SAY, òEXCUSE ME.ó 

18. Cover your mouth when you 
cough or sneeze, and donôt pick your 
nose in public. 

19.As you walk through a door, look to see 

if you can hold it open for someone else.  

20. If you come across a parent, a teacher, or a 

neighbor working on something, ask if you 

can help.  If they say òyes,ó do soñyou may 

learn something new.  

21. When an adult asks you for a favor, do it 

without grumbling and with a smile.  

22. When someone helps you, say ñthank you.ò  That 
person will likely want to help you again.
