“GIVING BACK TO THE COMMUNITY*"

Section 12(¢) of the United States Housing Act enacted on October 12, 1998, as section 512 of the Quality Housing
and Work Responsibility Act of 1998, contains a community service and self-sufficiency requirement that every
adult resident of public housing contribute eight hours of community service each month, or participate in an
economic self-sufficiency program for eight hours each month {or a combination of volunteer and self-sufficiency
activities). This requirement is known as the Community Service and Self-Sufficiency Requirement OR
CE5R.

fatus that will not require residents to complete addit -sufficiency activities:

«  You are a Public Housing resident--62 vears of age or older
«  Wou are a Public Housing resident who is blind or disabled (as defined under section 216[E][1] or 1614 of the Sociel Security
Act), and have not been gainfully emploved in the last 12 months, and certify vou are unable to complete voluntesr
activities. :
#  Wou are a primary caretaker of an individual who is disabled or is blind/visually impaired {not a fulltime studsnt).
« Yo are actively participating in an Economic Self-Sufficiency Program -8 hours per month.
(job training, employment counseling, work placement, basic skills training, education, English proficiency, workfure,
financial or howsshold management, apprenticeships (formal or mformal), or any other program necessary to ready &
participant to work (such as substance abuse or mental health treatment)
You are engaged in work activities, This means you are meeting one of the following work activities—
¥ Working—-Minimum hours--30 hours per week
¥ Bingle parent working housshold with childiren) under & vears=20 hours per wesk
¥ Belf emploved residents-gross annual income divided by 52 weeks per vear divided by the cwrrent federal or state
T Wage,
¥  Exempted from work activity under the state program funded welfare fo work program.
¥ A family member of a family receiving assistance under a sfate welfare program of Nebraska, and i3 in
compliance with such program.
Waork Activities inclode:
¥ Unsubsidized employment
¥ Subsidized private sector employment
¥ Bubsidized public sector employment
¥ Work experience
